	60%
	60% - The local swimming pool that has been used previously had shut down so finding an alternative proved both costly and difficult with timings. The travel costs take up a lot of budget. This was spread out over a term so only one class had gone. A lot of children also prefer do to other sports outside of school so prior training in swimming is limited.

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl, backstroke, and breaststroke]?

	A couple of pupil struggle with backstroke but can confidently swim front crawl.



	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort are able to perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations?
	54%
	Some children struggle with staying under water so safe self-rescue did not come as naturally.
